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What we are
Chilawee Trails is a camp for girls, currently accommodating 56 campers per week, in two one-week sessions. Our aim is: 
To enable girls to have fun together enjoying nature, friendship, sports and crafts in a relaxed atmosphere of cheerful co-operation, and to appreciate that having fun is a natural part of a virtuous and faithful life.
The Neeje Association for Women and Family sponsors the camp. The Neeje Association is a non-profit corporation founded in 1980. Its primary focus is the education and development of women of all ages. 
We are now members of the Ontario Camping Association (OCA, www.ontcamp.on.ca). Membership in the OCA gives a more professional dimension to the camp as we must adhere to over 400 separate standards dealing with all aspects of a camp’s operation.

Who we are
The staff at Chilawee Trails is a team of warm and responsible people dedicated to ensuring that your daughter(s) has a fun filled, meaningful week at camp. All our staff participates in an extensive two-tier leadership-training program, based on the notion that happiness in life and human virtues are naturally interrelated.  Many of them are previous campers, anxious to recreate their own joyous and life changing experience for a new generation of campers.
Where we came from
Chilawee Trails Camp began in 1994 with a one-week session of 28 campers and 8 staff.  It has grown to two one-week sessions totaling 112 campers and approximately 50 staff.

Where we are headed
The demand to accommodate more girls continues to grow. To retain the friendly, intimate nature of the camp with its low overall numbers and high camper /staff ratio we are looking at increasing the number of weeks the camp operates for.  This is not possible at our current rented location where, due to other demands, the site is only available to us for two weeks in August.
We continue to look for a suitable site to purchase or lease for several years. This would enable us to offer more weeks of camp experience for different age groups, full-time summer employment for our staff, incorporating a leadership training camp for 13-14 year old girls, year-round outdoor education program available to school groups and the possibility of accommodating a boys’ camp.
